This second volume of plays by Alan Bennett includes his two Kafka plays, one an hilarious comedy, the other a
profound and searching drama. Also included is An Englishman Abroad and A Question of Attribution. The
fascination of these two playsliesin the way they question our accepted notions of treachery and, in different ways,
make a sympathetic case for Guy Burgess and Anthony Blunt.
